Vision and Hearing Screening will be held No-

vember 16 th  & 17 th . Vision screening will be 

done, as mandated, for the following children: 

Pre-K, Kindergarten, 1 st, 2 nd , 3 rd , and 8 th . In ad-

dition, special needs students, teacher referrals 

and transfer students during the 2010 -11 

school year will be screened. Vision screening is 

not a substitute for a complete eye and vision 

evaluation by an eye doctor. Your child is not 

required to undergo this vision screening if an 

optometrist or ophthalmologist has completed 

and signed a report form indicating that an ex-

amination has been administered within the 

previous 12 months and that evaluation is on 

file at the school. This notice is not a permission 

to test and is not required to be returned. Vision 

screening is not an option. If a vision examina-

tion report is not on file at school for your child, 

your child in the mandated age, grade, group 

will be screened.

Notice to Parents/Guardians  

 

Parent(s) or legal guardian(s) who must provide transportation to and from school because 
free transportation is not available for their children  may be eligible to receive money 
from the state to help offset some of the cost, for example, bus fares or mileage reimburse-

ment for private automobiles, if a safety hazard is present.  

 

When determining whether a safety hazard exists, IDOT reviews the seriousness of three 
potentially dangerous conditions a child may encounter while walking to school: (1) walk-

ing on or beside a highway without sidewalks, (2) crossing a roadway, and/or (3) crossing 

railroad tracks.  

 

Illinois Revised Statutes , Chapter 122, The School Code, Section 29 -5.2 allows a parent/

guardian to receive reimbursement for the transportation of a school child for distances of 

less than a 1 ½ miles from their residence.  

 

In addition, parent(s)/guardians(s) who have pupils living less than 1 ½ miles  from the 

school attended must verify that a safety hazard due to vehicular traffic exists by complet-
ing an Application for Determination of Serious Safety Hazards from the Office of the Su-
perintendent of Schools for the county in which they reside. All applications for Determi-

nation of Serious Safety Hazards must be received no later than February 1 st. The Regional 
Superintendent of Schools is required to send the application to the Illinois Department of 

Transportation within 15 days. The Illinois Department of Transportation reviews and ap-
proves or denies the application and returns it to the Regional Superintendent of Schools 
within 30 days. Upon receipt of the reviewed application, the Regional Superintendent of 

Schools will mail it to the parent/guardian who requested the safety hazard be verified. If 
the safety hazard is approved, the parent/guardian must go to the school the pupil 
attends to submit claim information.  

 

Once all claim information is submitted at the school, it will be transmitted electronically 
to the Illinois State Board of Education. If you claim information is approved, you should 
receive a check directly from the state for the lesser of the cost of transporting your child/

children or the average per pupil reimbursement paid to public schools for transporting 
regular education pupils. If insufficient funds are appropriated by the General Assembly, 

all claims will be prorated.
